For secretary, we nominate Jill Jones and Teresa Clark.  Add college age Jared Curl, Kenton Lee, Arielle Heinonen, Tara Watters.  For senior high Brandt Bullock, Melodee McGregor, Travis Moser, Arielle Heinonen &Natalie Streight.
Question from the floor: Why only two nominees for the junior high ballot?  Only two students were nominated by their youth pastors.  Not enough middle schoolers are members of their local churches.
Question from the floor: What is the role or job description for the nominees?  The job descriptions are on the website and we want them to tell their mission area about events on the district and help with decision making for events on the district.  Accept the nominating committee report.  Motion carries to accept this report.  We declare that Savannah Combe and Carli Shaul be elected to the NYI council.
Ballot #2 (Board of tellers #2 – Matt Willson) {Election of Officers}.  Delegates please stand to receive your ballots.  Please wait for instructions and do not write on your ballot.  Under vice president you have a yes no vote.  For the secretary only vote for one person.  If you vote for two your ballot will not count. 

Motion made to: Suspend the rules to change the voting process to a plurality(most votes is the one who gets elected) rather than majority (50% plus one).  In order to speed up the voting process and get out quicker and get to the Y.  All those in favor of adopting this motion say I.  Motion passes.  The plurality doesn’t take affect until the second ballot.
