3.0 Review Past Events

Summer Camps-attendance down at least 150 because of NYC and the management the year before. Sound from chapel was a real problem, so the tent will be moved next year. Council members suggested the camp purchase a sound system for all camps to use.

NYC-food quality was poor. There were some complaints about speakers and music, but many teens enjoyed the speakers and music. Financially we came out ahead.

Indoor Camp meeting-attendance was down, but many were at NYC. Overall it was a good event.

Lagoon-363 students + 63 sponsors=good attendance! No complaints from the Lagoon campground. This event lost money-exact figures will be available later.

4.0 Finances-council approved this finance report

Current Report-we have a good amount of money because of extra NYC money.

NYC results-we came out aprox.$20,000 ahead. But we cannot reimburse churches because we needed 10% left over (approx. $40,000). Lots of suggestions have been made as to what we should do with this money, but we will not give this money away haphazardly. If anything, we will give it to Trinity Pines.

5.0 Job Descriptions-council approved the new job descriptions, with the following additions or changes:

All wording will be changed from "zone" to "mission areas".

RAD/180 is now changing to Regional Main Event. The district athletic/talent competition will be called District Main Event. Local churches could have a Local Main Event. The Regional Main Event Coordinator is also responsible to find someone to run the athletic and talent portions of District Main Event (see job description).

Add to job description: The mission coordinator will develop a district mission trip every other year for junior and senior high.

6.0 District NYI Policy--council approved this policy.

About Money-we cannot have minors directing zone/district events in which money is involved. Late fees for registering less than two weeks before any event will be a minimum of $15 and not to exceed 50% of total event cost.
