Apppointments.

Rich Vasquez began discussion on the topic of appointments to the district council. Appointments are typically done by the executive council. Deferred to full council.
Motion to appoint Jennifer Chase as Quiz Director, Nate Roskam as District Trainer, Bill Gartung as NYC Director, Jon MacDonald as District Treasurer, Jeff Edmiston as District Main Event Director. Passed Unanimously.

NYC Report.

Bill Gartung updated us on NYC. 203 students signed up, 30 sponsors. Bill encouraged us to pray for the team in Kansas City on this monumental task. Aaron Larson updated us on the Feeding of the 5000. Food needs to be brought to the training meetings. Goal of 500 boxes of food. The training meetings are very important to draw everyone together. Motion passed to accept report.
Minutes review of NYI Convention.

Discussion of distribution of representatives on the council. Rich explained the difficult process of trying to get churches to nominate people for the ballot. We need to continue to work on broadening our sphere of influence. Motion and 2nd to approve report. Passed.
Treasurer’s report by Jon MacDonald.

Tag Griffin messed up passing out the reports. Jon worked through the profit and loss sheet and balance sheet. Rich clarified that the profit from the district main event is spent on sending winners to regional main event. Jon informed us that the ‘Check Request’ form is available on the website. The form is needed when requesting for reimbursements. If you are running an event, make sure you do not pay bills out of the income. Everything needs to be turned in and reimbursement requests made. Motion and 2nd to approve report. Passed.
Summer Camps Reports.
Dean Barnes- Junior High Camp. Speaker will be Tim Milburn. Worship: Jerry Fee. Theme “Discover”. Need more counselors- shooting for 60 counselors.

Aaron Larson- Senior High Camp. Speaker: Scott Davis. Worship: Nate Roskam. Needing counselors as well. Running into people who are going to NYC and not going to camp. There is a scholarship of $75 available to people going to NYC. It is a need-based scholarship which requires a letter explaining why you need the scholarship. Jennifer Chase proposed that we need to encourage our council representatives to go to the camps and other district events- and possibly help them financially go. Motion and 2nd to approve report. Passed.
Indoor Camp Meeting.

Discussion on how to pull off the Indoor Camp Meeting event since it is during NYC. Last year, the opening night event went well and the rest of the days were pretty meager. Rich will discuss the issue with Dr. Borger and then have an email discussion.
Quizzing Report.
Jennifer Chase gave quizzing report. She discussed the challenges of the dates of the meets and her attempts to make it better. Main Event was a little smaller than she would have liked and limited the ‘group ending’ feeling. The kids had to choose between quizzing and other events. She will be discussing with her coaches the option of closing out the season on the quiz meet before main event in order to work around some of these issues. Next year’s quizzing books are a great starting point for teens considering quizzing. It is much shorter than most years and the themes are simpler. Motion and 2nd to approve report. Passed.
College & Career Mission Trip.
Rich Vasquez updated us on the trip. Information was mailed to all churches. Contact person is Jim Franklin. 7 or 8 are signed up so far. Suggestion to make announcement during chapel at NNU.

NNU Report

Report given by Mindi Wilkins. NNU will have a booth at NYC. Regional Main Event is next weekend. Yesterday was theatre night. It went well. All the regular events will occur again next year. Homecoming will be in October this year. They can also create a custom event for your youth group. Mens Soccer is back again! They had ‘Soul Force’ group invade their campus to resist the NNU lifestyle policy on homosexuals. Instead of refusing them, NNU welcomed them to keep it mellow. The students responded well- not responding with hate but with love. Soul Force promoted the thought “To love me is to agree with everything I believe.” It was a good opportunity to work through the problems with this statement as a campus community. Website
