NYI Executive Council Meeting

Sept. 5, 2006

Reviewed treasurer’s report: the side with the balance sheet are balances that carry over from year to year.  On the profit and loss page, if it says a negative balance it really means we made a profit (see Lagoon example of a profit).  We want to close out 3 events: New years eve party, college, and teen retreat.  The teen retreat is in the hole, but the other 2 events are in the black.  They would basically cancel each other out to leave a zero balance.  The rationale to close the college account is that we haven’t done a college event for a while.  This December we are doing a college mission trip for sure.  NMI is paying $2,500.00 for project money.

Jim Franklin from Bethel is leading the college mission trip from Bethel.  They will go to help Katrina disaster relief in either New Orleans or Florida.  Cost will be approximately $600.  Insurance, food and housing only costs $5/day.  It is open to high school graduate age through age 25.

Lagoon raised their costs to enter the park by $1/ticket from last year, so we made less money.  If they raise it again, we will try to keep the individual cost at $35 and subsidize it.

The sound system was cleaned by district camps for $75.  One mic is broken.

In the district office, there is a large room in the back of the basement for NYI to store stuff.

There will be an NYC council meeting this Thursday.

Jeff is the main director for Main Event next spring.  He has already asked Sherri Walker to run talent.  He still needs someone for sports, and Shawn Blenker will work under this person.  Rich will be in charge of convention.  There is a meeting scheduled in October to begin planning this event.  We are also adding quiz finals; they will be at College Church.

Jeff has been talking with Chris Wigaman about directing district winter retreat.

Rich has now become a signer on our NYI checking account.

Camp meeting.  We discussed whether we want just one youth service on Friday night, or a youth speaker for the whole week.  Last year’s attendance for youth nights was: 200 on bowling night (Wednesday); 60 for ice cream (Friday); 10-15 for water wars (Saturday).  Aaron will write up a proposal before the Sept. 23 council meeting for Dr. Borger about having youth service(s) so the NYI council can approve/disprove of it on the 23rd.
