NYI Convention Minutes

3/10/06

7:08 p.m.  Worship begins with NNU student band.

Upon the completion of the singing, Rich Vasquez introduced District Superintendent Dr. Stephen Borger.  Dr. Borger welcomed everyone to NYI convention and informed us that his responsibility as the district superintendent is to be in charge of Trinity Pines, NYI and many other things.  Also, he was Rich Vasquez’s pastor when he was a teen, and he is Sheri Walker’s dad.  Dr. Borger then welcomed Rich Vasquez, our district NYI president.  The crowd gave Rich a standing ovation.

President’s report by Rich Vasquez: see attached.  Motion carries to receive the report of the president.

Dr. Borger informed the group that he had met with nominating committee to give approval of the ballot.  He wanted to make everyone aware that on the first executive council ballot we would be electing the president for a 2-year term.  The vice president and secretary are elected for a one-year term.   Those three positions were all incumbents and would be voted on with a yes/no ballot.  He has given approval of this ballot.

Rich Vasquez then set the voting area.  It will be for the center sections rows a-o.  Does everyone have a packet who sits in the sections?  Nate Roskam is in charge of board of tellers who will pass out and count the ballots.  Distribution and instructions for ballot #1. Once you have voted please pass your ballots to the right.

Rich gave the treasurer’s report.  Jon MacDonald has been our treasurer for 11 years.  He serves at the Kuna church and is a CFO at the Intermountain Hospital.  Please look at the white treasurer’s report on the balance sheet.  These are our designated funds.  Turning over the paper to the other side, our annual budget is on the profit and loss sheet.  At the end of the month when Jon closes the books, expense account 7010 has a positive.  This really means that we have gone into the negative and he spent $22.28.  Flipping back to the balance sheet, a positive equals a positive and a negative equals a negative.  Motion carries to accept the treasurer’s report.

Rich introduced Jennifer Chase to give the quizzing report.  She thanked us all for letting her talk.  She has been director for 2 ½ years.  This past year 15 different churches participated in quizzing.  In our delegate packets there is more information about getting a quiz team started.  This year the quizzers studied Romans & James.  James 1:22-25 mirrors what the theme has been this year.  It would be just as ridiculous to look in the mirror and forget what you look like as it would be to hear the Word and not do what it says.  The following churches hosted a quiz meet this year: Eagle, Idaho Falls, Valley Shepherd, Homedale, and College Church.  So it’s a year-round activity that takes place all over the district.  Typically, there are 14-18 teams at each quiz, equaling about 100 people at each meet.  At least 15 people memorized and quoted a complete chapter this past year.  There will be prizes at camp this summer for students who memorize chapters from next years book: Acts.  Brand new quiz seats have been purchased and are available if you would like to start a team.  Benefits of quizzing include meeting friends from other churches, and being part of a group that sticks together.  It is not difficult to have a quiz ministry at your church.  Incentives are given for new teams.   The only equipment needed is Bibles.  If you are looking at the treasurer’s report, we have not yet spent $429 of the money we have to spend.  Come to College Church next weekend if you want a preview of quizzing.  Motion carries to accept the quiz director’s report.

Rich introduced Mike Crevelt, camp manager of Trinity Pines.  Mike asked all to raise hands that have been to Trinity Pines.  It is a privilege for him to be at Trinity Pines.  He enjoys it and knows that many of us have gone up to build things there.  He believes that it’s a powerful experience to come up there and grow and change at a camp or retreat.  There is a unique privilege of being in a place where people are brought into a relationship with God.  This summer there will be more development:  New RV park, dorm, quads.  You’ll still be in tents this summer and can hear everything that is going on outside.  Trinity Pines is your district camp.  Get involved; come worship.  You should be proud; it is a great facility.  9th – 12th grade camp will be the 19th-23rd of June.  7th-9th grade camp will be July 31-Aug 3.  Hope to see you there.  Challenge course is being built.  Thanks for your prayers.

Rich announced that breakfast will be served from 7-8am for everyone at the gym, even if you aren’t staying on campus.

Rich introduced Jeff Edmiston to talk about the winter retreat, district Main Event and upcoming Regional Main Event.  Regional Main Event is going to be excellent.  Talk to your youth pastor for more info.  Aaron Larson helped me with the winter retreat.  After I got elected to Vice, I read that my responsibilities were for the winter retreat.  I wasn’t that excited, and we had been in decline in attendance for the past couple years.  But 106 people came to the retreat and it was a great time.  The theme was encountering Jesus and I’ve heard stories about how many students did encounter Jesus that week.  I am excited to lead it again next year. Two years ago we had 100 people come, last year we had 150, this year we have over 300 people here at NNU for this weekend.  We appreciate your flexibility with the sports schedule.  Thanks for letting me be a part of the district ministries.  Motion carries to accept this report.

Instructions and distribution of ballot #3: age group reps.
