Minutes NYI Convention 3-13-09

Opening by Aaron Larson - thanks to College Church for hosting this event.  We’ve outgrown our other building!  Our speaker and music and other business will be accomplished tonight.  We will be voting tonight and electing officials tonight.  These people (the officials) make decisions—the delegates will be voting on them tonight.  We will have fun at this meeting and we are glad that you are here.  If you’ve never been to convention or Main Event, see what’s going on and then tell your youth pastor that you want to be involved and want to be a delegate.  Introduction of Dr. Borger, District Superintendent.

Welcome by Dr. Borger – Most of our churches are here from the 54 churches on our district.  Shout which church you are from.  30 churches are present!  Welcome!  We are glad you’re here.  Our district NYI is one of the best youth programs anywhere in the church of the Nazarene.  Dr. Borger extended appreciation for youth pastors, leaders, and workers in your local churches.  Our camping program at Trinity Pines is excellent.  Come to camp this summer.  Introduction of NYI president, Rich Vasquez.

President’s Report – Rich Vasquez.  See attached.  Dr. Borger asks for a motion to receive the president’s report.  Everyone who receives the report stand up and say “Yes!”  All the rest of the crowd, “would you stand up and say yes?”  The crowd extended affirmation to Rich Vasquez.

Instructions & distribution of Ballot #1 – Board of tellers #1, please come forward.  All delegates: please stand to receive your ballot.  Once you’ve received it, please sit down and do not mark in it.  If you do not use a pencil, this will take a very looooonnnnngggg time.  Every packet should have a pencil.  Last year someone used a pen, and we were here for a very long time.  Underneath adult member at large, take note that Matt Wilson is from Baker City, not from La Grande.  You will be voting for 2 people in each category.  See Brad Williamson’s name as being #8 on the ballot.  If you want to vote for him, you would mark #8 on your ballot.  Do not fold the ballots when you’re done.  Tellers, please collect the ballots from the people who are standing when they are completed with voting.  

Delegates, please look at the treasurer’s report, balance sheet side.  Rich Vasquez will explain this to the best of his ability in place of Jon MacDonald.  On the profit and loss side a negative balance is actually a positive balance.  At the end of the year we close our books; if you flip it over the accounts close to the balance sheet side, where a negative is a negative.  For example on the profits/loss side, youth worker training has a negative balance of $1434.  Flip over to the balance sheet, youth worker training is at $1430.54.  This account closes and zeros it out.  This is how the banking system works.  Most of our events are self-sufficient.  So we don’t just ask for money just to have money.  In April we will be submitting a new budget.  Is there a motion to accept this report.  A second is given.  All in favor say “aye.”  All opposed same sign.  Report is received.

Nate Roskam – Senior High Camp report.  Camp Eye to Eye logo shown on screen.  Camp is awesome and brings us together and helps us grow as Christians.  This camp will call us all to think about how we live in relationship with our world.  The idea of the camp is to challenge us to embrace surrender in a consumeristic culture and give of our time, talent and resources.  Speaker is Benji Rodes.

Delegates, please stand.  You will receive a blank piece of paper.  Instructions to follow: adult member at large write down either Kelly McConnehey or Jeff Miller: vote for 1.

College/Carerer: vote for 2.  Kenton Lee, Grady Harmon, Aaron Hanson, or Tara Watters.  Vote for 2.

Senior Youth: vote for 1, either Sarah Pratt or Eric Severson.
