[NYC- Bundles of Hope Project]

Recent studies show that over 8,000 children – includes infants, toddlers, and school-age kids, are homeless in the Louisville area. Bundles of Hope presents an opportunity for students attending NYC 2011 – A World Unbroken to help bring hope to these families through the gift of diaper bag and care essentials.

NYC 2011 attendees are encouraged to bring supplies to help stock the Louisville Neighborhood Place sites (various locations that help “provide health education, employment and human services that support children and families in their progress toward self-sufficiency” – Neighborhood Place). Each diaper bag will be filled with the following: package of baby wipes, bottle, baby shampoo, soap, baby lotion, diaper cream and pacifier. 
In response to this agreed upon mission for NYC, the Intermountain District is going to respond together to be involved in bringing about the Kingdom of God in Louisville. Here is how we will respond:

Our goal is to bring one diaper bag filled with the above listed content for every 3 people. To do this, we are asking churches to bring around 1 (one) bag for every 3 (three) students attending from that church. Each church represented will be asked to at least bring 1 (one) bag. (See inserted chart).

Each church/NYC team, can decide how their church will go about providing their assigned number of bags. Students and leaders attending NYC can work together to put together and purchase the bags or churches can have a “diaper bag drive” or take up an offering. The hope is that there is a sense of corporate ownership for each church and NYC team! 


Along with the items above that are provide BY CHURCH, we ask EACH STUDENT to provide at least 1 package of diapers depending on their grade, as follows: 
Entering Freshman: Diapers size 2 
Entering Sophomore: Diapers size 3 
Entering Junior: Diapers size 4 
Entering Senior: Diapers size 5 
2011 High School Graduates: size 6

NYC is excited to see how students, leaders, and churches will respond to this call for need. At NYC 2007 in St. Louis, the Ministry with Others focus was “Feeding of the 5,000.” But due to compassionate and sacrificial giving, NYC was able to feed over 10,000 families for a week! We are excited to see what God does through the gifts received in July 2011 in Louisville. Kentucky!
Due to our need to transport these items together and to save valuable luggage space, ALL completed diaper bags and diapers are due at the May Meetings (Saturday May 21 Nampa First; Sunday May 22 Twin Falls).
